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Activity Progress 

Activities this year had been very effective and satisfactory in the sense that this year Anweshi has been selected as one of the service provider in the district under the new law on Protection of women from domestic violence. Anweshi has been called up to participate in the discussions in the planning board of Kerala state. This organization has become one of the main consultant and resource base for various programmes by the govt. as well as NGOs and other movements.

452 new cases came up for counselling in which 293 were registered and 159 were for consultation.  937 were follow- up cases.  Legal assistance was given in 170 cases, community workers carried out their exemplary work with 616 field visits and 35 police station visits.  37 legal literacy classes were conducted.  In Short Stay Home, there were 39 women and 28 children during the year.  12 seminars, two awareness programmes, four workshops in total have been organized in this year.  For Anweshi library and documentation centre, this year was a very successful one with 50 more memberships and more and more activities.  After the termination of the previous three year project, we felt the critical need for working among children of adolescent age group who were prone to be attracted to various dangerous and exploitative situations.  Therefore, we extended our activities to adolescent girls organized by anganvadies and also school going children.  Thus 38 awareness classes, three seminars and two workshops were conducted under the adolescent programme.  

We had 12 staff meetings and seven clients’ meetings in this year.

Important cases 

An important case which came up in December was that of a lady who had eloped with another person due to her husband’s cruelty.  The petitioner’s second husband was a rich person who was running a fantasy park at Mysore.  He took the petitioner to Mysore and married her from a temple.  She was taken to a house on rent and they started living together.  But later he was not taking care of the petitioner and he came to the house very rarely. Also the opposite party was not giving anything for maintenance and if asked, the he physically abused the petitioner. In this case, Anweshi visited the opposite party’s house and met his mother.  His family members did not know about this marriage with the petitioner, they informed that he is a married person with two children. Anweshi contacted his friend through telephone and he agreed to bring the opposite party to Anweshi. But he was not ready to come for counselling or for any settlement.  The case was referred to legal aid cell for legal procedure.

Another case in February was that 23 year old woman, who is a computer operator.  Due to the threatening on the part of her mother, the petitioner was forced to marry a person, who is financially sound than her family.  She could not adjust with the husband and in-laws. The petitioner had a love affair wished to marry lover. After counselling sessions, the counsellors referred this case for legal aid. Anweshi provided shelter at their short stay home for the young woman and the divorce procedure of the petitioner is going on.
In another important case in March, the petitioner was a lady whose complaint was about the divorce made by her husband according to their religious belief, without her consent. The opposite party was also not giving any maintenance for the petitioner and her child.  The petitioner’s gold and money was also taken by him. He was called for counselling and enquiry was done.  He insisted on getting divorcé from her. After that both of them and relatives were called for joint counselling and came to an agreement that her gold and money will be returned immediately. But the opposite party changed his word and did not come for agreement. The case was not settled and it was referred for legal action. In due course the case was settled locally the opposite party had given Rs.1, 50,000/- and her gold.

Another case in July was a family problem. The petitioner was a lady who had two children.  The complaint was against the husband and in-laws. The husband was suspicious towards the petitioner and physically abused the petitioner severely.  The husband’s brother also physically and mentally abused the petitioner. The petitioner approached us for getting divorce and also for shelter.  She was provided shelter along with her children. The opposite party and petitioner was called for joint counselling but the case was not settled and it was referred to legal aid cell and the case is going on legally. 

In September, 26 years old woman, who is a software engineer gave us a petition. She complained against her husband, sister-in-law and brother in-law, and they are threatening her to death and abusing for dowry. Now she and her son were living with her parents.  Anweshi investigated about the case and called the petitioner and the opposite party for counselling. But the opposite party was not ready for amicable settlement. Then the petitioner informed that local settlement talks were going on. 

The case during October was that of a family problem.  The petitioner was a lady who approached Anweshi for shelter, due to the torture and physical abuse by the husband. Therefore she had tried to commit suicide with her three children. In that attempt she had lost her children, but she was saved She was in a mentally upset condition. This condition was revealed through counselling.  The petitioner was given shelter in the short stay home and was given psychiatric counselling and treatment she is still there. 

Important Settled cases 

1. The case was submitted by a woman, who was severely tortured by her chronic alcoholic husband. The spetitioner, who was partially deaf, was severely harassed both physically and mentally by him. Both parties were called up for counselling, wherein the opposite party agreed to attend de-addiction treatment.   The    issue was solved amicably.

2. The petitioner was by a woman, brutally tortured by her husband who was both insane and alcoholic.  She had tried   several times to treat her husband but was in vain.  Finally, Anweshi assisted her to file a petition at the police station requesting help to treat the opposite party.  With the help of police, the opposite party was admitted to the nearby government mental health institute. The couple started living together after successful treatment of the opposite party.

3. This petition was filed by a woman whose husband was a chronic alcoholic.   Following the petition filed at the police station, both of them were called for a compromise at the station.  The community workers visited the police to enquire the details of the case, to call up the opposite party for counselling and to discuss the issue with the leaders of the community.  The case was charged by the police station and the opposite party was suspended from his work for a 3 months period. 

4. This petition was submitted by a woman against her husband who married another woman.  For 10 years the petitioner had no relation with her husband.  The petitioner’s main demand was legal divorce.   After counseling, both parties agreed for divorce.  The issue was solved amicably.

5. This petition was submitted by a woman, whose husband had a relation with another woman.  Both parties were called up for counselling.  The opposite party was ready to change his behaviour. Both parties sent for psychiatric treatment. The couples started living together after some sessions of the treatment. 

6.  The petitioner’s husband was a paranoid. Therefore, short stay home admission was given to the petitioner and her children.  Counselling sessions were held and they were referred for in depth counselling to a  clinical psychologist. Both of them were ready after this to go home together and so the problem was temporarily solved.

7. This case was one of sexual exploitation.  The petitioner complained that the opposite party kidnapped her daughter from the school. The opposite party was  called up for counselling .We warned him that it is criminal if anybody misuse minor girls even though she is willing to go with them . We also warned the opposite party that if he repeated the crime again, we will take serious legal action towards him.  The problem was settled.  

8. Petitioner’s husband didn’t give any maintenance and lived with another woman since four months.  Opposite party was called up for counselling.  After this, the petitioner informed that the opposite party has started come to the petitioner’s home and gave maintenance. 

9. In this case the petitioner complained that her drunkard husband was making life miserable.  Both of them called up for counselling. During counselling, it was revealed that the opposite party was creating problems to neighbours and his own family.  We suggested during counselling that the opposite party should go for a de-addiction treatment.  He agreed. We directed him to Suraksha hospital (a hospital specializing on de-addiction) for the treatment. thus the case was settled.

10. It was the problem of drinking water between brother and sister who were also staying nearby. The opposite party complained that unnecessarily his sister closed her well.   Because of this, the opposite party denied her to take water from his well.  After our intervention the opposite party agreed to give water from the panchayat water supply. 

11. Petitioner was a Muslim lady. She complained that her husband was going to marry another woman.  The case was referred to legal aid cell.  Finally the petitioner informed that she got her divorce and one lakh rupees as compensation through local settlement talks.

12. This case was that of a girl who left her home due to some problems in family.  An admission was given to the petitioner in short stay home and her family was informed.  Counselling session was held the next day. During counselling it was realized that there was no understanding between the girl and her family. It was clear that the girl was immature.  More counselling sessions were arranged for the petitioner and helped her to find out a job for her.

13. The petitioner left home because of her husband’s severe physical harassment and relationship with another woman.  This was a love marriage and she had no family support.  The petitioner had taken shelter in the short stay home.  Opposite party was called up for counselling.  Opposite party said that he had no relation with any woman and shall not harass her again.  Both of them agreed to live together and the case was settled.

14. An important case in March was a family problem.  Since opposite party refused to come to Anweshi.  The case was referred to legal aid cell. After some days the petitioner informed that they solved problem themselves.  

15. The case was a dispute between the two parties about their passage.  They informed that due to the intervention of Anweshi problem had been solved amicably.

16. The petitioner complained for her husband who was a drunkard and was torturing her brutally. The petitioner was given short stay home admission. Counselling sessions held with both parties.  Following counselling she was sent with her husband.

17. The petitioner was a seven month pregnant lady.  Her husband was a paranoid person and always tortured her.  Following the intervention of Anweshi, opposite party promised not to make any further problems and both of them agreed to live together 

18. The petitioner’s husband was a chronic alcoholic and she was not interested in living with him.  The petitioner insisted on getting divorce from her husband. Both parties were called up for counselling, wherein the opposite party agreed to give divorce.  The issue was settled amicably.

19. Another important case was a case of sexual exploitation.  The opposite party abused the petitioner sexually several times and forced her for abortion.  An admission was given to the petitioner at short stay home and parents were called up.  With the interest of the petitioner and her parents, she left short stay home and the issue was solved from outside. 

20. The petitioner and her children had run away from her husband who tortured her brutally.  An admission was given to them at short stay home. The husband and wife were called up for counselling.  Following the counselling session, the opposite party agreed to take his wife and children to their home and discontinue with his physical harassment. Referred them for psychiatric treatment.  

21. This was the case filed by a lady for getting protection from her husband’s harassments and maintenance expenses from him.  Following the counselling sessions, opposite party agreed to take care of the petitioner and their child and was ready to give maintenance expenses. 

22. Another case settled was filed by a lady against her neighbour.  The opposite party always behaved badly towards the petitioner and her family.     Opposite party was not ready to come for counselling, therefore the petition was referred to LAC.  From the police station, the opposite party was strictly warned against the misbehaviour.  Problem was solved thus.

23. The petitioner went to her home for delivery and then the opposite party was not ready to take her to his house after the delivery.  After counselling, the opposite party agreed to take his wife along with him.

24. The case was filed by a woman who was brutally tortured by her husband.  An admission was given to the petitioner, her child and her mother at SSH.  Counselling was held with both parties.  In the joint session, the opposite party agreed to finish the construction of their house and expressed his willingness to live together and protect them.  

25. The petitioner was brutally tortured by her sons.  The case was referred to LAC.  Through PWDV Act, the petitioner got the protection order from court.

26. The petitioner’s husband was not giving maintenance expenses and always tortured her badly.  He sent his wife and children to her house.  Opposite party refused to come for counselling.  Case was referred to L A.C. Meanwhile the opposite party agreed to settle the problem amicably and take his wife and children back home. The case was settled 

27. This case that filed by a person against his wife.  The petitioner complained that his wife was extravagant and so they were facing financial crisis.   Following counselling, it was revealed that the    problem was with the petitioner.  Following the counselling and psychiatric treatment, they came to mutual understanding and thus the problem was settled.

28. The petitioner accused her husband for not taking care of the family and for indulging in alcoholic abuse frequently and torturing her badly.  The petitioner and her younger child were given shelter in short stay home. Counselling was done with both parties.  Opposite party was strictly warned against torturing the petitioner and he was also advised to go for de-addiction treatment.  Opposite party promised not to create any problems and both of them agreed to live together. 

29. The petitioner complained that his wife who was living together was separated from him from the time of her delivery and her parents were obstructing their reunion.    The opposite party came for settlement and agreed to live with her husband. 

30. The petitioner complained that her husband was a chronic alcoholic and harassed her mentally and physically.  Joint sessions were held for both the parties.  Opposite party agreed not to take drinks and agreed not to torture her again. 

31. The case was that of a wife who was severely battered by her husband.  She had to leave home with her infant. Short stay home admission was given to them.  Petitioner was pregnant and she had no way for looking after her next child.  So she insisted on abortion.  Therefore she was referred to medical college for abortion.  There she was referred to police women’s cell for solving the problem with her husband.

32. In this case, the wife found it impossible to live in husband’s house, due to severe harassments from the husband and mother in law.  The petitioner and her two children stayed in the Short Stay home for two days.  Counselling sessions were held with both parties.  Opposite party agreed not to harass his wife any more and took them back to his house.  

33. Without having proper waste management system, the opposite party was running a chicken stall and it made problems to neighbouring communities.   Following the enquiry from Anweshi, opposite party made arrangements  for waste disposal  and thus the problem was solved.  

34. The petitioner complained that her husband was a drunkard and he had extra marital relations.  She was not willing to go with her husband.  The petitioner and her child were given shelter in the short stay home.  Next day itself, petitioner’s parents came up and they were ready to accept the opinion of the petitioner and ready to continue further studies. 

35. The petitioner complained of severe physical and mental harassments from her husband, who was a chronic alcoholic.  Opposite party was not ready for counselling.   The petitioner was referred to LAC for giving more legal help.  In between, the opposite party agreed to go for de-addiction treatment and the petitioner agreed to live with her husband.

36. The wife complained that her husband was having three more wives and he was not giving maintenance.  Joint sessions were held with both the parties.  Opposite party agreed to give a reasonable amount as compensation and also was ready to give divorce.  

37. An important case settled in June was one of domestic violence.  They had 1 ½ year old son. The petitioner found it difficult to live with her husband because of his physical and mental harassment and he being a paranoid.  She left home with another person who was working with her.   They left for Goa.  Her husband complained to the police station.  Knowing of this complaint given by her husband, the petitioner immediately returned back from Goa and approached  Anweshi for getting shelter and for solving her problem.  The petitioner was admitted to short stay home.  After Anweshi’s intervention, the husband agreed to take initiative in solving the problem.  During the counselling session, it was revealed that husband and wife both have traits of psychiatric illness. The case was referred to a psychiatrist.  After the treatment and counselling sessions both of them decided to live together with their child and thus the case was settled.  

38. In this case, the father was harassing his daughter severely and so she attempted to commit suicide.  The father was called to the local panchayat harass her again and he then agreed to not to come to the house where the daughter lives. 

39. The petitioner complained that she and her child were sent back to her house by her husband, and for the past one month he didn’t give them any maintenance.  During counselling, it was understood that the husband did so because of the petitioner’s misbehaviour  with his daughter  born  in his first wife.  Later on, the relatives intervened and the petitioner was taken back to the house by her husband.

40. The petitioner complained that her husband was torturing her and her son physically and threatening them.  The petitioner and her daughter were accommodated at the short stay home.  Both the petitioner and the husband attended our counselling sessions and as they realized that it is practically impossible to stay together, and so the petitioner decided to take a separate house for rent and stay with children. 

41. The petitioner complained that her husband was neglecting her and their 3 children and he married another woman.  Both the parties came for counselling and the opposite party agreed to provide maintenance for the petitioner and her children.  Thus, the issue between the petitioner and her husband was settled to a certain extent.  

42. The petition was given by poor women of 67 years old.  The petition was that the children of the petitioner were not looking after her and the petitioners need was to have an emergency shelter.  Petitioners were provided accommodation on our recommendations at ‘Home of Love’, a home for the destitute run by Christian missionary sisters.

43. She had complained that for the last few months, the petitioner’s father was torturing her, her mother, husband and her little son.  After Anweshi’s intervention, the opposite party agreed to give 3 ½ cent lands to the petitioner and also agreed that he will not create any more problems.

44. The petitioner complained that she was married one and a half years back and she has a child aged 9 months and they are not being looked after by her husband and so she is staying in her house.  She wanted to stay with her husband.  Both the parties were called for counselling but the husband didn’t report for counselling.  The case was referred to the legal aid cell and as a result, the husband agreed to rejoin with his wife and took them back to his house.

45. The complaint was that some machines and cloth to be sewn in her tailoring shop owned by the petitioner was taken by her cousin brother for some purpose and its cost amounted to Rs. 35,000/- .  He had promised to give the money in a month but he never gave it back and instead of   doing justice to her, he gave false police complaint against the petitioner.  Anweshi helped her to give complaint to the city police commissioner and police took appropriate actions. So the matter was settled. 

46. An important case that came up in June was that of a fourteen year old cine artist.  Her petition was that some guys in her neighbourhood used to call her into her mobile phone and abused her verbally by using sexy abusive language. The case was referred to LAC. Complaint was given to city police commissioner and the local police station.  The opposite party was called into police station and in the presence of Anweshi workers, the opposite party  agreed that there will be no disturbance from his part, and they were informed by the police that necessary action will be taken towards him if any complaint was received from the petitioner again.

47. The petitioner complained that her son was torturing her regularly.  The opposite party attended the counseling session and he promised that he will not create any further problems.
48. The petitioner was a mother who complained that she and her daughters are not being taken care of by her son and daughter in law and they are ill-treating them physically and mentally. The son and daughter in law came up for counselling and promised that they will not create any problems further and the petitioner and her daughter shifted to a separate house.  

49. This was a missing case.  The petitioner was a man who complained that her sister is found absconded.  The case was reported to the police station.  Within a week’s time the lady was found at Aleppey.

50. The complaint reported was that the husband was not giving any monthly maintenance.  Both husband and wife were called for counselling and after the counselling session, the husband agreed to pay Rs.750/- per month for maintenance.  He also agreed to buy a house for rent and within one month both the husband and wife along with children would shift together to the new house.  He signed the agreement assuring this and thus problem was solved smoothly.

51. The complaint was that of a woman whose children were admitted to the school under SC quota and the husband   was not giving the community certificate when the school authorities asked to provide it.  Both the petitioner and husband were called for counselling and husband agreed to the necessary things to provide the certificate.

52. The petitioner was a lady who left from the husband’s house due to physical and psychological abuse and harassment from her husband and mother-in-law.  The petitioner took her child and left in-laws house and started living in her own house. Both the husband and the petitioner were called for counselling.  After counselling, it was understood that husband is suspicious over wife and it was a love marriage.  Both of them were sent to psychiatric treatment.  After the sessions, the husband agreed that he will never abuse or torture the petitioner and also will take her to his house. 

53. The petitioner was a lady who was a victim of physical abuse by her alcoholic husband.  Because of this, the petitioner left husband’s house.  She was admitted to short stay home.  When called for counselling, both the petitioner and the opposite party came and after two sessions, it was understood that the above stated complaint by the petitioner was true.  But the petitioner wished to be with her husband, so he agreed to go for de-addiction treatment in next April.  After this and on the basis of an agreement that he will not physically abuse her, petitioner went with her husband.

54. It was a case of extreme sexual exploitation and abuse.  The petitioner was   from Salalah, Sultanate of Oman she was referred to us by “Pravasi Lokam”, a programme in Kairali TV.  The petitioner was accommodated in the short stay home.  The petitioner and the opposite party (a native of Kozhikode) were working in Salalah from where they fell in love and had various financial dealings.  They both got married from a temple at Manippal in India. They also lived in his native house for more than two months and then left for Oman. After that, the opposite party returned from Gulf to Kerala and was about to marry another girl from his native place.  The petitioner came to know about this and was in a desperate condition.  She came to us to get back at least a part of money before this marriage. It was a clear case of cheating and treachery.  As a result of efforts made by Anweshi and the local Panchayat president and secretary, the culprit agreed to give Rs.1,50,000/- to the petitioner. The money was given by him within a short period and the matter was settled.

55. The petitioner was a lady who had psychological problem due to the husband’s tragic death.  The petitioner’s mother approached Anweshi and was given admission to the short stay home along with her mother and referred to psychiatric treatment.  After that, necessary help was given for arranging a job in a hospital where the petitioner had worked previously. 

56. The petition was submitted by a young woman, who was not given any consideration at home.  She revealed that she is in love with a person and would like to marry him, as both of them were adults.  She requested our help in getting married.  The petitioner was given accommodation at the short stay home and was provided with support and helps to get her married.  

57. The petitioner was a house wife who revealed that her husband is not taking care of her and their child and stays with another wife and children.  Thereby, she wished to discontinue their marital relationship and wanted to claim all her gold and money from him.  Both the parties attended the counselling and decided to discontinue their marital relationship.  The opposite party accepted to return back all the gold and money taken from the petitioner and also to bear the expenses for the child.  He also agreed to give divorce.  

58. The petitioners were two women, who started an IT unit by taking loan from Kudumbasri.  They did a work for  the R.D.O for which they didn’t get the payback, thus they approached Anweshi. As a result, Anweshi contacted the concerned P.R.O of Kudumbasree (a goverment outfit for women) in Trivandrum and asked them to take action to pay the amount to the I.T unit.

59. The woman who came with an issue with her husband was admitted in the short stay home.  The following day, the opposite party approached Anweshi and agreed that he will not create any problems further and was ready to live together.  

60. The petitioner was a housewife with 5 children who left home due to continuous physical and mental torture by her husband. He was threatening to kill her. He also drank liquor excessively.  The petitioner and her four children were admitted in the short stay home and they were referred to the legal aid cell for further legal support. A case was registered under the 498 (A) and the husband arrested. They also received protection order under the Protection of Women from Domestic Violence Act.  

61. The next problem solved was between husband and his wife. Both the parties attended counselling and both of them admitted the mistakes on each others part.  Both of them agreed to take necessary precautions and go ahead together, so the husband agreed to take the wife back to his house on the same day.  

62. The petitioner complained that her father in-law used her gold ornaments for bearing the expenses for her sister-in-law’s wedding and when she asked it back during the repair of her house he refused.  Both the parties attended the counselling and the father-in-law agreed to give back the gold taken from his daughter-in-law. It was returned as per the agreement.   

63. Petitioner’s daughter-in-law and her grand children were staying seperately from her and her son for more than one year.  Here, petition was that the daughter-in-law was not allowing her to meet her grand children.  The petitioner and opposite party came here for counselling. The petitioner’s son and his wife (daughter-in-law) were not interested in continuing their marital relationship.  The wife demanded gold which was taken by her husband and maintenance for her children, and the petitioner agreed to send her children to grandmother’s house on holidays.  On these settlement terms, two parties agreed for divorce.

64) Next settled case was the petition was given by a lady who is psychologically ill.  The complaint was that the in-laws, relatives and neighbours were always disturbing and irritating and they were threatening her life.  Anweshi workers went to for enquiry and found that both the petitioner and her husband were psychologically ill.  Their neighbours are also disturbed by the petitioner.  The petitioner and her husband was counselled and referred to the government mental health institution for treatment.  Their children were referred to juvenile home through child line.  From the juvenile home the children were taken over by the petitioner’s husband’s brother.

65) The petitioner, who is the second wife of her husband and was living with him for more than twelve years requested to get back her husband, who’s under the protection of his son of the first wife.  We spoke with her son and she agreed the demand of petitioner.       
66. The petitioner’s complaint was that her son tortured her physically and psychologically. Anweshi workers went with her to the concerned police station and filed the complaint, and it was settled there.  

67. The complaint was that her husband had another wife and children, and the petitioner was staying with her parents.  The petitioner’s husband was not taking care of her and children.  The case was going on in the court for so many years.  In between the court procedure, the wife gave complaint to Anweshi.  Our intervention, the opposite party agreed to provide maintenance for petitioner and her children, and also give the house. And they withdrew the case from court. 

68. The petitioner and the opposite party came from Tamilnadu for counselling.  Petitioner was the wife.  The petitioner was a nurse and fell in love and married the opposite party before 10 years.  After two years of marriage, marital problems developed and they separated.  The couple had a son, and during this period son lived with his father.  After eight years of separation, the petitioner tried to contact her son and husband through phone and they decided to live together again.  Through counselling settlement was reached and the petitioner and husband started to live together with their son.

69. The petitioner was a lady having three children.  The problem was that the husband started living with a lady who is working with him.  Knowing about this, the husband and relatives solved this problem and he came back and lived with the petitioner.  Even after this incident, problems and conflicts developed between husband and wife.  As a result, the petitioner approached Anweshi, and both were called for counselling.  Through counselling, the petitioner and husband were made to understand various methods of solving issues and they agreed to live together again. 

70. The next case settled was the petition by a Muslim woman. The Muslim woman was a widow and had a son. The petitioner then had relation with a Hindu man and got married to him. The petitioner and the husband lived together for the past 23 years. The petitioner’s son was divorced because of this relation of his mother.  Later on, the    petitioner felt maladjustment with her husband and approached Anweshi for getting divorce. Then the opposite party was called for counselling and agreement was made for divorce through register office.

B) Legal Aid Cell

During this period, Anweshi legal aid cell was very active. The cases are referred by counselling centre and follow up of cases were continuously dealt by the cell.  Type of cases and nature of intervention by Anweshi legal aid cell is given below in the following table:

Type of cases and Nature of intervention

In this period, 47 cases were filed in various courts. In judicial magistrate court, one 498A case has been filed. One enhancement petition filed for to increase maintenance amount. 6 maintenance cases, 8 divorce OP and 17 CMP cases have been filed in the family court. One interim custody OP, one Injunction OP and one Gold OP case was also filed in family court. One EP case filed in the past maintenance case allowed by the court and one restoration petition was also filed in the family court. Nine cases had been filed under Protection of Women from Domestic Violence Act, 2005. Among these cases, four of them had got positive orders. In three of them got interim orders. 

In 19 cases complaints were drafted and given to concerned police stations. In 12 cases settlement agreements were drafted. Lawyer notices sent in 29 cases. In one case, petition were given to city Police Commissioner and in another to the  Assistant Commissioner. One petition was drafted to Human Rights Commission. Eleven cases were settled through court. Court allowed 17 cases.  8 cases were dismissed in court. In 10 cases affidavits and 5 cases counter statements were filed. In 7 cases, the respondents were arrested by the court and in that four of the respondents were in jail, three of them made the payment, which will be given to the petitioners.

The first legal literacy class was held on 17-1-2007 at Panthalayani C.No.150 Anganvadi in Koyilandy. 46 women participated in the class. The class was taken by advocate Rupa Paul regarding the laws of Criminal, Civil, domestic violence, rape, dowry and Article 14 of Indian constitution on the rights of women. 

The second legal literacy class was conducted on 18-1-2007 at  Kodenchery, in a baby crèche in Mykavu.  23 women attended the class. Class was regarding the sexual abuse in the work place harassment against women.

The twenty-second legal literacy class was taken on 23-7-2007 at Puthiyanirath, Chullivayal Urban I C.No.51 Anganvadi.  38 women attended the class.  Civil laws, Criminal laws, Hindu-Muslim law were the topic covered in the class.

On 27-7-2007 twenty- third legal literacy class was conducted at Nellikode C.No.57 Anganvadi.  37 women attended the class.  Hindu Muslim law, Christian law, personal laws, gender status law, criminal law, property right, dowry death etc were the topic explained by advocate Roopa Paul. 

On 2.8.2007 the twenty-fourth legal literacy class was conducted on Mayanad Urban III, C.No.51 anganwadi.  32 women attended the class.  Class was on Hindu-Muslim law, Christian law, personal law, Gender status, dowry death etc. were taken by the advocate Rupa Paul.  

Twenty- fifth legal literacy class was conducted on 14-8-2007, at Chungam, Urban III, C.No.21 anganvadi.  30 women were attended the class.  Criminal law, Hindu-Muslim Law, dowry death civil and criminal laws were the topics discussed.

The twenty-sixth Legal Literacy Class conducted on 18-8-2007 at Arakkinar C.No.135 anganvadi.  35 women attended the class. Gender Discrimination at the work place, inequality in the wages, problems of the aged, Protection of women from domestic violence Act etc were the topics discussed in the class by advocate Athira.   

The twenty-seventhLegal Literacy Class was conducted on 20-8-2007 at Arakkinar.  27 women from various communities attended the class.  Civil and criminal laws, Religious Personal laws etc were the topics.

The twenty-eighth legal literacy class was held on 9-9-2007 at Koduvally parambath Kavu C.No.9 Anganvadi.  51 women participants were in the class.  The class was taken by advocate Rupa Paul. The topics covered like religion and personal law and Criminal laws, property rights, dowry deaths etc. 

The twenty-ninth legal literacy class was held on 19-9-2007 at Narikkuni, Palath Nelliyath Kavu C.No.119 anganvadi.  There were 36 women attended the class.  Topics like criminal laws, civil laws religious laws etc were covered in the class.

On 20-9-2007 the thirtieth legal literacy class was held at Kamalachalil Anganvadi C.No.154.  36 women took part in the class.  Civil laws, criminal laws, religious laws etc were discussed.  There was interactive session when the participants cleared their doubts.  

The thirty-first legal literacy class was held on 17-10-2007 at Kunnamangalam, Pathimangalam I.C.D.S C.No. 99 Anganvadi.  There were 57 women who participated in the class.  Article 14 Indian constitution, Civil and Criminal laws, Hindu-Muslim & Christian laws, gender status and Protection of women from domestic violence Act, were discussed by Adv.Athira.   

The thirty-second legal class was held on 5-11-2007 at Mambazhakad C.No.167 Urban-II Anganvadi.  In which 36 women participated.  The class covered the topic such as Indian Constitution Article 14 to Civil, Criminal Laws, Muslim Laws, Hindu – Christian laws, Gender, dowry etc.  

The next legal class held on 12-11-2007  at Puliyakode Anganvadi C.No.72. In which 32 women participated.  The class covered the topic such as Civil law, Criminal laws, Consumers act, Hindu-Muslim Marriage laws etc. 

The thirty-fourth legal literacy class was conducted on 15-11-2007at Kommeri Urban-II Anganwadi. In which 45 women were participated. Almost all of them were house wives, and the legal class mainly focused on Indian Constitution Article 14 to Civil, Criminal Laws, Muslim Laws, Hindu – Christian laws, Gender, dowry etc.  

The next legal class was held on 21-11-2007 at Civil station, Maduravanam, Anganvadi.  In which 32 women were participated. Almost all of them were house wives, and the legal class mainly focused on Protection of women from domestic violence Act.

The thirty-sixth legal class was conducted on 24-11-2007 at Kolesserypara, Kunnamangalam C.No.80 Anganvadi. In this class 34 women were participated. The class covered the topic such as Indian Constitution Artcle 14 to Civil and Criminal Laws, Muslim Laws, Hindu – Christian laws, Gender, dowry death etc

The thirty-seventh legal literacy class was conducted on 28 -11-2007 at Chelannur, Puthiyedaththazham, Anganvadi. In this class 27 women were participated. The class covered the topic such as Indian Constitution Article 14 to Civil, Criminal Laws, Muslim Laws, Hindu – Christian laws, Gender, dowry death etc

C) Community Work

During these 12 months, the eight community workers conducted 616 field visits and 35 police station visits. Every case registered is enquired by the community workers under guidance of the counsellors and the community work coordinator. They organized 12 seminars, two awareness programmes, four workshops and 37 legal literacy classes during this period. As part of taking up of work among adolescent groups, two among eight community workers are entrusted solely with this work. They go to various aganvadies, high schools and plus two schools to organize classes, seminars etc. There is a social worker who coordinates these activities. As a result, 38 gender sensitization, health and awareness classes have been taken; two seminars and two workshops have been organized solely among adolescent girls.

During this period a total of 12 seminars and 2 awareness programmes have been conducted, which includes 2 seminars for adolescent work. 

1)  A seminar on protection Women from Domestic Violence Act, was held on 8th December 2006 at Social Service Centre Narangathodu, a hilly area in Kozhikode district. The seminar was inaugurated by Fr.Thomas, and Smt.Gracy, co-ordinator ‘Shreyas’ delivered the welcome speech.  In the morning session Smt.Jancy Jose took the class on the topic of domestic violence and afternoon the next session was taken by Adv.Roopa Paul on the Protection of Women from the Domestic Violence Act.  In this seminar, 106 women were participated and they actively involved in the discussions followed.

2) This Seminar was conducted on 24th February 2007 at Daru Rahma School, Thalayd, on the topic of women empowerment.  The seminar was a joint venture of Anweshi Womne’s Counselling Centre and Shreyas self help group.  The programme was presided by Smt.K.Ajitha, president of Anweshi  and was inaugurated by  Fr.Verghese Malancheruvil, director of Shreyas Social Service centre, Sulthan Bathery.  After the seminar advocate Roopa Paul took the class on laws for women, criminal laws, religious & personal laws etc.   Active discussions were conducted and good feedback was obtained from the seminar.  120 people participated in the seminar.

3) The seminar on the topic “Protection of Women from Domestic violence Act “was held at Nalanda Auditorium, Calicut on 3rd March 2007.  The seminar was presided by Kerala Sthreevedi State Convener Smt. Sonia George.  The programme was inaugurated by Smt.K.Ajitha.  105 women participated in the seminar.  Lectures, teachers, advocates, house wives, anganvadi supervisors and workers and MSW students participated in the seminar.  Advocate Maria, Advocate Geetha Mani (Bar Association president, Calicut) gave facilitations and Adv. Preetha presented the topic on various procedures and merits of this law.      

4) On 5th May, 2007 a seminar was conducted on the topic “Status of Man-Woman relationship in Malayalam literature” at Nalanda Auditorium, Calicut. This was a culmination of the literary and artistic competition conducted by the library.  The seminar was inaugurated by feminist writer Professor Sara Joseph and the presidential address was delivered by Smt. K.Ajitha. 80 women participated in the seminar. Presents were given to winners of the competitions and the sprizes of encouragement also were given to participants in the competition. Active discussion ensured and feedback was appreciable from the part of audience. 

5) A seminar was held on 2nd June 2007 on the topic “Protection of Women from Domestic violence Act” at Ambalavayal community hall, Wayanad.  The seminar was a joint venture of Anweshi, and Wayanad Neethi Vedi, Women’s Voice and Sthree Kshema Samithi, Wayanad.  The presidential address was given by Mrs. Jansy Jose, Anweshi.  The seminar was inaugurated by Sri. P.M.Joy, Block Panchayath President, Sulthan Bathery.  130 people participated in the seminar. The audience included teachers, social work students, housewives, panchayath members etc.

6)  The seminar on “Protection of Women from Domestic violence Act” was conducted at Meenangadi Panchayat Hall, with the collaboration of Neethi Vedi, Women’s voice and Sthree Kshema Samithi Wayanad on 3rd August 2007.   The seminar was inaugurated by Smt. K.Ajtiha and Smt. Beena Vijayan took the keynote address of the function.  Adv. K.K.Preetha,  legal resource person of Anweshi took the class. 102 women participated in the seminar. 

7) The seminar on “Protection of Women from Domestic Violence Act” was conducted at Koorachundu, Pachayat Community Hall, which was organized by MSW students of Little Flower Institute of Social Sciences, Adivaram on 6th August, 2007. These students had come to the organization for two week internship. The seminar was inaugurated by Smt. Jansy Jose and keynote address was given by Smt. Betty Benny, Vice President Koorachundu Panchayat. In this seminar, around 77 women SHG members participated. Here the legal class for women was taken by Adv. Roopa Paul. The seminar was conducted in a participatory manner. Very active question answer sessions were there.   

8)  The seminar was held on 31-10-07 at the topic ‘Women Empowerment’ at the St.George Church, Mykavu. 106 women participated in the seminar. The seminar was a joint venture of Anweshi and Shreyas social service centre at Mykavu Unit. In this seminar the keynote address was presented by Fr.Thomas, Priest of St.Goerge Church. The topic was presented by Jansy Jose, interactive session followed. After this, class on legal rights of women and various criminal, civil and personal laws were taken by Adv.Rupa Paul.  

9) A seminar on ‘Women Empowerment’ was conducted on 27th November at Nalanda Auditorium, Calicut. The seminar was inaugurated and keynote address was delivered by Mr.Bichikoya(ICDS- CDPO). In this seminar, Adv. Athira took class on the topic ‘Women and Law’ and Mrs Jansy Jose took class on the topic “Women and Society’. A play by Anweshi team based on the current women issues was presented. 150 women participated in the seminar. Majority were angnavady workers. 

10)  Women’s Voice, Bathery along with Anweshi conducted one seminar in Bathery at Wayanad district on 29th November, 2007. The seminar was based on ‘Women Empowerment’. 85 women were participated in this seminar. Mr. Jansy Jose took the class. Sr. Sheela, Kerala Streevedi district Convener inaugurated the seminar. Ms. Sulochana Ramakrishnan delivered the welcome speech and Ms.Prameela,  Anweshi delivered vote of thanks. 

11)  A team of Anweshi activists under the leadership of Mrs.K.Ajitha (President, Anweshi) strongly opposed the cruel action of the public against the Tamil migrant women in Edapal at Malappuram district. Two ladies of 40 and 21 years of age and one boy aged 8 years were brutally attacked by the mob accusing them of stealing a chain from a child. Anweshi took up the issue along with the action council and organized a public meeting at Edappal. This was on 10-10-2007. The case had been taken by the State Human Right Commission and each respondent, was asked to give Rs.15,000/- to the victims as compensation. The police charged the case and arrested five culprits.

12) An awareness programme was conducted at Munnar Community Hall on 11-6-2007. A group of Anweshi activists under the leadership of Smt.Ajitha together with the literary figures, and Human Rights activists in Kerala organized the programme. For about 150 persons were participated in this programme. Smt.K.Ajitha , Professor. Sara Joseph, Sri.C.R.Neelakandan etc. and others actively participated in it.

Evaluation workshop of Anweshi

1) Anweshi conducted a three day Evaluation workshop on September 3rd, 4th & 5th 2007 at Calicut Tower, with the aim of looking at the activities of the past years, critically examining the strengths and weaknesses thereof trying to identify the problems and seek their solutions, to note the changes in the nature of activities before the project began and after, and in the light of these to plan for the future more meaningfully. Dr. Leena Abraham, Associate Professor at the Centre for Studies in Sociology of Education, TISS, Mumbai and Dr. Sheeba.K.M, Senoir Lecturer in History, Sree Sankaraharya University of Sanskrit, Kalady were the resource persons present to assist in the process. It provided everyone the opportunity to share their feelings, experiences, problems and criticisms in an open manner and to collectively identify issues and find possible solutions. 

2) A Theatre workshop was conducted for the development of cultural activities of the members of Anweshi on 23 & 24th of October, 2007 at S.K.Pottakkad Samskarika Nilayam, Calicut. The resource persons of the workshop were Smt. Sreeja of Arangottukara and Smt. Ambjuam Surasu of Anweshi In this workshop Smt.Sreeja shared her theatre experiences with the participants, and then her famous drama ‘Labour Room’ was presented by the members and next day the resource persons introduced various physical exercises and role play for participants, and it helped them to grasp the strong impact of play form in human minds. Anweshi members and some selected students, altogether 23 persons are participated in the workshop. 

As a continuation of this workshop another theatre workshop was also conducted on 17-11-2007 at the Bank Auditorium, Kotooli. The well-known Malayalam writer Mr.M.T.Vasudevan Nair inaugurated the workshop. Professor Sara Joseph, the famous woman writer in Kerala was the chief guest. Anweshi activists staged one drama, which was the outcome of the camp. And some cultural activities were also performed by the Anweshi members and their children. 

Adolescent Project 

The adolescent project was inaugurated in the month of February, 2007. The inaugural function was held at the Corporation Town Hall, Calicut on February 17th2007.  It was inaugurated by the Mayor of the corporation. A seminar followed and Dr.Seema Bhaskaran presented the topic.

The project is   mainly targeted at mothers, adolescent girls, teachers etc and Anganvadies, schools, clubs and Kudumbasree units etc are central to planning.  

Various classes were   held in addition to seminars, workshops, trainings etc. The main idea of the project is to equip   the adolescents with knowledge of physical and mental changes arousing in them during growing years of teenage and also equip them to face the problems of sexual exploitation in a strong and healthy way. The problems arising were discussed, and they were inculcated with sexual awareness.  Topics like menstruation and health problems were discussed.    They were also given an idea about sexual exploitation, the children are also offered sessions of personality development, career    guidance etc.  

38 classes, two seminars, one workshop and a three day camp, have been held during this period.  In the camp the children stayed overnight and attended the camp.  Our community workers conducted 83 field visits for organizing these activities during the same period.

Mrs. Rohini took class on mental and emotional problems faced by adolescent girls.  Activities were made to identify various skills in the adolescent girls and build confidence in them.       

2) A seminar on “Adolescent Problems” was held on 17th February 2007 at Town Hall, Calicut.   The programme was inaugurated by Kozhikode Mayor and Presidential address was made by Anweshi President K.Ajitha.  after, Anweshi adolescent consultant Dr.Seema Bhaskaran took class an education for sucssfuland healthy life.  122 Anganvadi workers attended the seminar. Few doubts and questions aroused from the part of audience which were cleared by Seema Bhaskaran.  Suggestions were aroused both for boys and girls and for mothers.

1) One adolescent camp for adolescence girls were organized on 18th, 19th & 20th at St. Anjalas School for three days. The camp was inaugurated by the famous drama artist Sathish.K Sathisk. In this function the keynote address was delivered by Anweshi President Smt.Ajitha and Sr.Mariya, Headmistress St. Anjalas School who provided the venue gave her regrets to the camp.

The first day the class was taken by Dr.Seema Bhaskar, it was ice breaking session, and it helped the members of camp to know each other and in evening the members of the camp presented the cultural programmes. 

The second day, the classes was about environmental problems of Kerala. In this class the members discussed the global warning, green revolution and Endo Sulphan problems etc. and after launch the classes was taken  on the topic of gender issues, and evening the organizers showed a gender issue based Malayalam Movie.

In the third day, the topic was sexuality and sexual harassment. After the session, the members presented the actual programmes and organized evaluation session. In this camp 32 adolescence girls from differed schools participated

2) On 12th & 13th April, 2007 one workshop was conducted for school teachers under the Sarva Siksha Abhiyan Programme and ICDS supervisors on problems of adolescent girls and how to approach towards it. The programme was presided by the President of Anweshi,. Smt.K.Ajitha and the programme was inaugurated by Abbas Ali, Programme Co-coordinator SSA, Kozhikode. After this inaugural speech, Dr.Seema Bhaskar took the class. She talked about the discrimination faced by girl child during early life periods and during adolescent stages the mother should aware about the changes in their body. Later discussed on the gender discrimination. There were 70 participants. 

Second day the class started by sharing the experience of the previous day. Many of the teachers suggested that these classes should be provided for the parents of adolescent children. 

As the continuation of the workshop that has been conducted in the month of April one another adolescent workshop conducted at Calicut Tower, Calicut on 8th November, 2007. In this workshop Dr.Seema Bhaskar taken the class, and 40 teachers were attended the workshop. On discussion session the resource person gave classification about various doubts of teachers, and it is very effective for them. So the organizers of the seminar Anweshi decided to provide such classes for teachers in future. 

F) Library and Documentation 

Anweshi library has a total of 203 members out of which 50 members joint during this period.  They were 5226 books in the library, 813 been added during this period.  7 daily news papers were subscribe which consist of two English dailies and five Malayalam dailies.  There were 39 journals subscribed on weekly and monthly basis which has 28 Malayalam and 11 English journals.  Nine library committee meetings were held during this period.  Presentations and discussions on different topics were regularly conducted on at least three Saturdays in a month.  7012 books were issued to the subscribers. Two newsletters were published.   Tie up with the Kerala State Library Council has opened up lot of new areas of work for the library.  Children’s corner was also opened up. 

On January 6, library organised Jankeeya Sahithay Arangu with the help of Library council.  Discussed the Book P.Valsala’s Kooman Kolli’ and telecasted the documentary ‘Matha to Ma’ on the basis of Mandakini Narayana’s life. She had died on December 16, 2006.

On May 5th a Sahithya Seminar was held under the auspicious of Anweshi librabry. Prof. Sara Joseph inaugurated the session Smt. K.P.Sudheera presented the topic ‘Man-Woman relationship in Malayalam literature ‘About 80 members actively participated in the seminar.  A prize for the winners of the literary competition, which was conducted in the month of March, was distributed by Prof.Sara Joseph.     

A discussion was held on 27th of July with Croatian poets in the Calicut press club.   On the status of women in Croatia, Lana & Javar at Calicut press club.  38 members participated in that programme
A Janakeeya committee was to be formed to promote the children’s corner in connection with   children’s corner project.  For these, we contacted Parayancheri Govt. Girls school.  There is a need to associate with the teacher who is in charge of school library. These activities are in progress.

For the registration of newsletter, we visited civil station taluk office and village office. The subscription amount of journals was renewed.  Some more books have been purchased.  These books were entered in the register and classified and they were ready for the beneficiaries. Collection of news paper cuttings,   issuing of books etc were done along with the above activities.  The journals were included in the register.  

G) Short Stay Home

There were altogether 67 admissions during this period.  This includes 39 women and 28 children.  A teacher for vocational training is coming two days a week. Yoga classes were also arranged for the inmates.  A clinical psychologist visits the short stay home occasionally and assesses the mental conditions of the inmates.   The selection as service provider by the State government under the Protection of Women from Domestic violence Act has been awarded to Anweshi especially because Anweshi has a well kept short stay home.  Necessary medical aid was given to the inmates, and helps them to open bank account in their own names. One of the inmates who is a worker in Anganvadi was discharged from short stay home and came back again due to further difficulties.Two of the inmates stayed at the short stay home due to various problems, and one of them were given Rs200/- for transportation charge and other expenses when she was discharged.Another client, who was an inmate at the short stay home in 2004 had come back and stayed for a week.  During this period she came for collecting her compensation from the collectorate. Yoga classes for the inmates started in December. Conducted Christmas celebration. 

There were 4 admissions in the short stay home in January.  Three of them were discharged within this month.  The first admission was given to a lady due to the situation of domestic violence. On the next day itself problem was settled because her husband came and got her discharged from short stay home.  The second admission mother and her two children due to serious adjustment problem with her husband.  She was sent with her husband after some sessions of psychological counselling with a clinical psychologist.  The third admission was given to a woman with her two children due to the family problem and they stayed at the short stay home for two days.  She was sent with her family members after the counselling session.  The fourth admission was given to a woman with her child 

There were three new admissions in the short stay home in February.  The first admission was given to a girl who was forced to marry a person whom she disliked.  She lived only 6 days in husband’s house then she ran away from there.  She was referred by an advocate friend in Malappuram. She is still continuing her stay. The next admission was given to a woman undergoing domestic violence.   She was very poor and all family burdens were on her shoulder.  Family members were called up and she was ready to go with them.  The third admission was given to a woman and her two children who had left home due to the servere harassments from her husband.  Next day itself husband came and agreed to stop harassing her and so was sent with him.   

There were seven new admissions in the S.S.H in March.  The first admission was given to a pregnant lady, she was called to police women Cell for further investigation and thus she was discharged from SSH.  The next admission was given to a woman who was severely harassed by her husband.  Within one week, opposite party came and agreed to stop harassing her and when she decided to go home with him. The next woman was also a victim of domestic violence, had come along with her two children.  Both parties were called up for counselling and referred for psychological counselling.  Next admission was given to a woman with her 5 month old child due to quarrel with her neighbours.  The problem settled and she was sent with her husband.  Another admission was given to a petitioner who was sexually abused by the opposite party and forced her for abortion. parents were called up.  They were not ready for filing a criminal against the culprit.  Petitioner left short stay home with her parents and the issue was settled from outside.

There were 11 new admissions in the short stay home in April five of them were children.  The new admission was given to a woman, her son and her mother.  They left home due to severe harassments from her husband, who was a paranoid.  Following the counselling session the opposite party agreed to stop harassing her and willingness to finish the building work of their house and so they were discharged from SSH.

There were 28 inmates staying at the short stay home during May at the deferent periods.  Out these 13 were children on the whole 18 inmates were discharged during the month.  Some clients stayed for a day or two and left as and when their cases got settled.  At the month end, there were only 10 inmates out of which from were children. Vocational training started during this month.

There were five women and 4 children at the short stay home during June.  There was no new admission.  Out of the 10 inmates, four women and three children left the short stay home as their case was settled.  One child of an inmate joined her. Teacher who comes for vocational training is coming regularly and she taught the inmates to make umbrella, paper bags, flowers etc. On the 25th of the month, the short stay home building was shifted to another house.  The new house is a better and convenient one.       

During the month of July, there were four women and two children at the short stay home.  One of the client who was pregnant was admitted at the short stay home.  She was taken to the medical college for abortion and PPS.  Another inmate helped her in the hospital.  She left the short stay home after 4 days since she came back from the hospital.  

The teacher for vocational training is conducting her classes twice a week.  She is teaching paint in saris and all the inmates are learning.  

During August, 6 women and 4 children were accommodated at the short stay home.  Three children of one inmate and one child of another joined their mothers during the occasion of occasion of yearly celebration of Onam festival.  Some of the inmates left short stay home during the month as their cases was settled and one among them went back with her husband.   On the 9th of August, a girl from Tamil Nadu was admitted at the short stay home, but the same evening she was absconded from the office.  Complaint was filed in the police station, and a result she was traced out and handed over back to her family. The inmates of the short stay home are given regular vocational training and the teacher is coming regularly.  All the inmates have learned fabric painting during the month.  On the 25th of August, Anweshi members and workers along with the inmates of the short stay home celebrated Onam and new dress for Onam was provided to all the inmates.    

During the month of September, there were 18 inmates in the short stay home, including children.  Out of them, 6 people were discharged.  One of the clients were discharged with two of her children and the remaining two children of her continued to stay in the short stay home.  The teacher for vocational training is conducting the class for three days in a week.  Everything is going well at the short stay home.

During the month of October, there were 15 inmates at the short stay home.  Four  among then left the short stay home as their cases were solved. The teacher is coming regularly for the vocational training classes.  Everything is going well at the short stay home.  As one of the inmates was sick, she was admitted in the hospital and her elder daughter stayed with her in the hospital

During the month of November, there were fifteen inmates including children.  New admission was given to three women and two children.  This month, four women and three children got discharged from the short stay home after settling their problem.  One lady among these was in the short stay home for one day, this month.  All the activities in the short stay home are going smoothly.  The teacher for training the inmates in handicrafts are coming regularly and the yoga classes continued. One inmate named Sajini was not well and two times was taken to the doctor. Medicines were provided for her. 
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
